BUILDING LEASE AGREEMENT

4-H Owned Building on Fairgrounds


THIS BUILDING LEASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into effective as of      , by and between Regents of the University of Minnesota, through Minnesota Extension, 4-H Youth Programs,       Regional Office (“University”), whose mailing address for the purpose of this Agreement is       and       (“Ag Society ”), whose mailing address for the purpose of this Agreement is      .


WHEREAS, Ag Society owns the       County Fairgrounds located in      , Minnesota (the “Fairgrounds”); and


WHEREAS, University, through the       County 4-H       (“4-H”), owns a       building on the Fairgrounds (the “4-H Building”), as shown on the attached Exhibit A; and


WHEREAS, the parties desire to provide for the ongoing use and maintenance of the 4‑H Building.


NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1.
Use.

1.1.
Ag Society grants to University and 4-H, including their licensee’s and guests, a non-exclusive right to enter upon and cross the Fairgrounds for access to and use of the 4-H Building. In addition, University and 4-H, including their licensees and guests, shall have non-exclusive use of parking areas controlled by Ag Society and set aside for Fairground parking.


1.2
Except as provided herein, the 4-H Building shall be used by 4-H or parties who have received the prior written consent of 4-H or University. The 4-H Building will be made available for use by third parties, when not used by Ag Society or 4-H, at a fee that is at least sufficient to cover any costs incurred by Ag Society and 4-H, and in accordance with the provisions of a University form use agreement approved by Ag Society. Ag Society may use the 4-H Building according to a schedule submitted by Ag Society and approved by 4-H.

2.
Term. The term of this Agreement will be       (     ) years, beginning on      .

No fee shall be charged to 4-H in connection with its ownership or use of the 4-H Building.

4-H shall pay to Ag Society the cost of utilities used by 4-H at the 4-H Building in lieu of any fee within       (     ) days of receipt of an invoice.


 FORMCHECKBOX 

4-H shall pay to Ag Society a yearly fee in the amount of       and   /100 dollars ($     ) on or before       of each year.

4.
Taxes. Ag Society shall pay all real and personal property taxes, special assessments or amounts in lieu of taxes levied against the 4-H Building or the Fairgrounds.

5.
Maintenance and Repairs. Select one:


 FORMCHECKBOX 

4-H shall be responsible, at its sole cost and expense, for routine maintenance and repairs to the 4-H Building. 4-H shall endeavor, but will not be obligated, to raise funds for major repairs and improvements to the 4-H Building during the term of this Agreement. Funds raised by 4-H shall be spent on the 4-H Building as designated by 4-H or University in its sole discretion. If 4-H is not able to provide funding for major repairs or improvements, then Ag Society shall have the option to complete such repairs or improvements at its sole cost and expense. If Ag Society elects not to complete such repairs or improvements, 4-H shall have the right to terminate this Lease Agreement pursuant to Section 9. Except as specifically provided above, neither 4-H nor University shall be obligated to provide funding for repair or improvements to, or demolition of the 4-H Building.


 FORMCHECKBOX 

Ag Society shall be responsible, at its sole cost and expense, for routine maintenance, repairs and improvements to the 4-H Building. Ag Society shall have reasonable access to the 4-H Building during the normal business hours for the purpose of inspecting the 4-H Building, making repairs, or providing maintenance, provided, however, that such activities shall not unreasonably interfere with 4-H’s scheduled use of the Fairgrounds or the 4-H Building. 4-H shall endeavor, but will not be obligated, to raise and contribute to Ag Society funds for maintenance, repairs and improvements to the 4-H Building during the term of this Agreement. Such funds shall be spent on the 4-H Building as designated by 4-H or University in its sole discretion. Except as specifically provided above, neither 4-H nor University will be obligated to provide funding for maintenance, repair or improvements to, or demolition of the 4-H Building.

6.
Insurance. Select one:

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Ag Society shall keep the 4-H Building and any improvements made to the 4-H Building by 4-H insured against fire, explosion and extended coverage, including malicious mischief and vandalism, for the cash value of the 4-H Building and such improvements. If Ag Society fails to maintain such insurance, 4-H may procure the necessary insurance, pay the premium therefore, and shall be reimbursed for such payment by Ag Society. 4-H shall be responsible for insuring 4-H property in the 4-H Building.


 FORMCHECKBOX 

4-H shall keep the 4-H Building and any improvements made to the 4-H Building by 4-H insured against fire, explosion and extended coverage, including malicious mischief and vandalism, for the cash value of the 4-H Building and such improvements. 4-H shall be responsible for insuring 4-H property in the 4-H Building.

7.
Assignment. Neither party shall assign this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party. Use of the 4-H Building by any 4-H group or any department, unit, college, student organization or affiliate of University shall not be regarded as a sublease or assignment of this Agreement.

8.
Relocation of the Fairgrounds. If the Fairgrounds is reconfigured or relocated such that the 4-H Building is outside of the Fairgrounds, Ag Society will relocate or rebuild the 4-H Building within the newly established boundaries of the Fairgrounds as approved by 4-H. Ag Society shall be responsible for all costs and expenses of rebuilding the 4-H Building and agrees to take the necessary steps to minimize interruption of 4-H’s use of the 4-H Building.

9.
Termination. 4-H shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time during the term upon six (6) months’ prior written notice to Ag Society. Upon expiration or termination of this Agreement, 4-H shall remove all its personal property from the 4-H Building, and all right, title and interest to the 4-H Building, including improvements made by 4-H, shall vest in Ag Society.

10.
Notices. All notices and other communications will be in writing and will be delivered personally, or by facsimile or electronic mail (provided such delivery is confirmed), or by overnight courier service or by first-class United States mail to the other party at the address provided in this Agreement, with a signed copy to Assistant Dean and Chief Operating Officer, University of Minnesota Extension, 240 Coffey Hall, 1420 Eckles Avenue, St. Paul, MN  55108-6030.

11.
Signs. 4-H may install signs related to the activities of 4-H or Minnesota Extension on the 4-H Building and at other locations on the Fairgrounds as approved by Ag Society.

12.
Damage. Select one:


 FORMCHECKBOX 

If Ag Society insures the 4-H Building and the 4-H Building is damaged or destroyed so that it is unfit for 4-H’s intended use, Ag Society shall have the option to either repair or replace the 4-H Building or terminate this Agreement as of the date of such damage or destruction. If the Ag Society elects not to repair or replace the 4-H Building, Ag Society shall pay to 4-H the insurance proceeds applicable to the 4-H Building.


 FORMCHECKBOX 

If 4-H insures the 4-H Building and the 4-H Building is damaged or destroyed so that it is unfit for 4-H’s intended use, 4-H shall have the option to either repair or replace the 4-H Building, with Ag Society’s approval of such repairs or replacement, or terminate this Agreement as of the date of such damage or destruction.

13.
Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including all exhibits, is intended by the parties as the final and binding expression of their agreement and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations and agreements among the parties, whether oral or written, relating to the subject matter of this Agreement. This Agreement shall be amended only in a writing duly executed by all the parties to this Agreement.

14.
Consent of Ag Society. When Ag Society consent or approval is required, such consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed.

15.
Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Minnesota.
